THE Tenant agrees

(1)
To pay the rent as required in Clause 1 above

(2)
To pay the charge per rod that is set from time to time by the Council for the    supply of water to the allotment garden

(3)
To use the allotment garden only for the production of vegetable or fruit crops for consumption by the tenant and the tenants family and if the Council agrees in writing the keeping of hens rabbits or bees

(4)
To keep the allotment garden clear, free of weeds, well manured and otherwise


maintain it in a good state of cultivation and fertility and good condition

(5)
Not to cause or permit any nuisance or annoyance to the occupier of any other 


allotment garden or obstruct or encroach on any path or roadway set out by the 


Council for the use of the occupiers of allotment gardens.

(6)
To keep every hedge that forms part of the allotment garden properly cut and trimmed all ditches properly cleansed and maintain and keep in repair any fences or gates on the allotment garden

(7)
Not to use barbed wire on or around the allotment garden

(8)
Not to deposit nor allow any other person to deposit on the allotment garden any refuse or any decaying matter (except manure and compost in such quantities as may be reasonably required for use in cultivation) or place anything in the hedges ditches or dykes situate in the allotment field of which the allotment garden forms part or in the adjoining land

(9)
Not to keep animals or livestock of any kind upon the allotment garden except (a) hens or rabbits to the extent permitted by Section 12 of the Allotments Act 1950 and (b) in the case of any other livestock in accordance with the terms of the written consent of the Council under this agreement.

That any case of dispute between the tenant and any other occupier of an allotment garden in the allotment field shall be referred to the appropriate office of the Council whose decision shall be final

(11)
To inform the Council immediately of any change of the tenants address

(12)
That any officer of the Council shall be entitled at any reasonable time to enter and inspect the allotment garden

(13)
To observe and perform any other special condition which the Council considers necessary to preserve the allotment garden from deterioration and of which notice shall be given to the tenant in accordance with this agreement

(14)
Only if the prior written consent of the Council has been given

(a)
To underlet part with possession of the allotment garden or transfer this agreement to any other person

(b)
To cut or prune any timber or other trees to take sell or carry away any mineral gravel sand earth or clay

(c)
To put up any building on the allotment garden PROVIDED THAT only such buildings as comply with the provision of the schedule hereto shall be permitted

(d)
To plant any fruit trees which require more than twelve months to mature

(15)
So far as is practicable to keep any dogs in the allotment field under proper control

3.
THE parties agree that this tenancy will end on the next quarterly rent day after the death of the tenant and that the tenancy may be ended in any of the following ways:


(a)
By either party giving to the other twelve months’ previous notice in writing expiring on or before the 6th day of April on or after the 29th day of September in any year


(b)
By re-entry by the Council at anytime after giving three months’ previous notice in writing to the tenant on account of the allotment garden being required (i) for any purpose (other than for agriculture) for which it has been appropriated under any statutory provision or (ii) for building mining or any other industrial purpose or for roads or sewers necessary in connection with any of those purposes

In the event of possession being required in either of these circumstances and provided that at the expiry of the said three months’ notice no arrears of rent are owing then the tenant shall be entitled to compensation for the market value of any crops incapable of being harvested at the date possession is taken

            (c 
By re-entry by the Council at any time after giving one months’ previous 



notice in writing to the tenant;

(i)
If the rent or any part thereof is in arrears for not less than forty days whether legally demanded or not or

(ii)
If it appears to the Council that there has been breach of the conditions and agreement on the part of the tenant herein contained and provided that if such breach be of the conditions affecting the cultivation of the allotment gardens at least three months have elapsed since the commencement of the tenancy or

(iii)
If the tenant shall become bankrupt or compound with their creditors

4.
IT is hereby agreed between the parties that the rent payable by the tenant may be reviewed by the Council at any time but that no increase in rent shall become payable until the Council shall have given the tenant at least 12 months’ notice of the new rent such notice expiring at any time between the 29th day of September and the 6th day of April in any year

5.
ANY notice to be given by the Council to the tenant shall be served either on the tenant personally or by leaving it at their last known address, or by recorded deliver letter addressed to the tenant or by fixing it in some conspicuous manner in the allotment garden.  Any notice to be given by the tenant to the Council shall be sufficiently given if sent in a prepaid first class post letter to the Corporate Director, Environmental Services, Aquila House, Breeds Place, Hastings, TN34 3UY

Notes for the guidance of Allotment Holders

IN ALL CASES, PLANS SHOULD BE SUBMITTED FOR THE PRIOR APPROVAL OF THE CORPORATE DIRECTOR, ENVIRONMENTAL SERVICES, AQUILA HOUSE, BREEDS PLACE, HASTINGS TN34 3UY

GREENHOUSES

These should be of the ridge type.  Maximum floor area permitted is 80 square feet and the height should not exceed 7’6” at the ridge

Wooden construction – painted white or treated with oil

Metal construction – aluminium paint (if necessary)

The Greenhouse will be of an approved design/specification acceptable to the Corporate Director, Environmental Services

2.
SHEDS
Maximum floor area permitted is 24 square feet and the height should not exceed 6’6”

The shed will be painted dark green or treated with timber preservative

Specification:

Framework clad in overlapping cedar/deal weatherboards

Roof boarding covered with mineralised roofing felt

The Allotment Tenant shall not be permitted to erect more than one shed and one greenhouse on each individual plot

Buildings shall only be constructed in a position approved by the Council

All structures should be constructed from materials of reasonable standard to specification as above and maintained in good condition

Structures of inferior quality or not as specified will not be permitted

THE CORPORATE DIRECTOR OF ENVIRONMENTAL SERVICES MUST BE INFORMED WHEN THE SHED/GREENHOUSE HAS BEEN CONSTRUCTED IN ORDER THAT AN INSPECTION CAN BE MADE
